The ever popular Kamp Kodomo is back for Summer 2005! Kamp Kodomo is a
recreational, educational, and cultural program for children ages 6 to 12.

This Kamp features traditional activities such as sports, arts, crafts, games,
songs, but with a Japanese influence. Children will have a hands-on opportunity
to experience martial arts, and Japanese cultural arts and crafts such as sumi-e
(water colour painting), odori (dancing), origami (paper folding), and Japanese
cooking.

Children will learn about the Japanese culture through drama, songs, language,
books, videos, and other media. They will enjoy Japanese and other snacks
daily; however, children are required to bring their own lunch and drinks.
