Like many children in Belgium, Herman
Vermeiren grew up playing soccer:

competitive distance runner, specializing in
the mile.

“My father was the only one working for
nine people in the fumily,” recalls Vermeiren.
“It was a big disappointment to me. 1 did the
next best thing, I started running."

Tt wasnt until emigrating to Canada at age
26 that he started to pursue his judo dream.

Last month, at age 82, he won his second
world championship.

Vermeiren landed in Montreal in 1060 af-
ter being a top tradesman back home in Bel-
ginm. A friend told him to go work in the to-
Taceo fields of Delhi to earn a good wage and
stand on his own two feet in his new country.

On his way back, Vermeiren stopped in
Hamilton, where he found work — and his
future father-in-law — at Queenston Weld-
ing, His life has revolved around the Ham-
mer ever since.

With money in his pocket from Delhi, he
was able to finally afford to membership in
a judo club. He joined the Kawasaki acad-
emy, which was located on Rarton Street at
the time.
